 Maintain working relationship with NCARB, WCARB, NCEES and other local professional organizations, and government 
agencies.

 Maximize involvement with NCARB, WCARB and NCEES and obtain appointments to committees and elected office 
positions.

PEALS Board members and staff are required to participate at national meetings in order to influence national and international
decisions that affect Guam. To gain the opportunity to serve on national committees that develops the examination and identify exam 
and practice issues for consideration at the annual meeting.

OPERATIONAL STRUCTURE AND DEMOGRAPHICS:  The PEALS composed of seven (7) members, at least two (2) being 
female, to be constituted as follows:  five (5) members who shall be registered under the provisions of 22 GCA, Chapter 32, and one 
(1) member of the general public.  Except for the Director of Public Works, a member shall be appointed by the governor of Guam for 
a term of four (4) years.  Of the five (5) registered professional members, two (2) shall be architects, of which one (1) may be a 
landscape architect, two (2) shall be engineers, and one (1) shall be a land surveyor.
